Our Chinese national pastors continue to try 
to navigate this society steeped in tradition based on a host of unwarranted beliefs and unknown rationale 
while reaching and changing hearts one by one. 

Introducing a countercultural idea such as the gospel is a continuous uphill climb. It is nothing short of 
a daily battle in service to the King. Even if a new beleiver’s heart is changed, the struggle to balance the 
lifelong way of thinking is like slamming oneself against an unmoving wall with sharp spikes again and 
again, only to do it again the next day. Also, for the seekers, it is too easy to give up on the new ideas of 
grace before roots take hold. 

We are so thankful for His mercy and strength in the lives of our Chinese pastors, which has brought 
them to a position of unmoving faith in Him. However, they get tired—so tired—of the endless labor. 
Please hold them up in prayer daily as they fi ght the good fi ght.

Reports we get from the diff erent areas of the country are diverse. Some areas experience great victories, 
some stagnate and look for a spark of growth, and some are about to lose hope. Families struggle. Finances 
are tight. Security in one area is loose, while security in another area fi lls the workers with fear of incar-
ceration. Communities are gripped by the realities of a changing China. Nevertheless, He is ever present, 
the sustainer of all that is good, and the Hope in our lives.

While we see life in China becoming more diffi  cult for all people, our pastors are seeing great opportu-
nities to share about where true hope comes from. That can only happen when we lift our eyes up to the 
Lord and see that He is our hope. 

In 1 Thessalonians 1:3, Paul says, “...remembering without ceasing your work of faith, and labor of love, 
and patience of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ.” Please pray that our dear brothers and sisters will be able 
to withstand the trials and persecution. Just as Paul called on the Thessalonians to remember the work 
because of faith in Christ, they are laboring because of love and their hope in His promises.

I 
will also be starting a new Bible study with young adults. It’s a busy but rewarding life, and I am grow-
ing and equipping myself with what is needed.
